tion has been passed or who is

continuing in office after his
resignation or after the dissolu-

tion of the National Assembly.

(2) Notwithstanding any-
thing contained in clause (2) of
Article 48, the President may
also dissolve the National
Assembly in his discretion
where, in his opinion.—

(a) a vote of no-confidence
having been passed against the
Prime Minister, no other
member of the National Assem-

bly is likely to command the
confidence of the Majority of

the members of the National
Assembly in accordance with
the provisions of the Constitu-
tion, as ascrtained in a session

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| believe that failure of more
marriages now is mainly due 1o
some fundamental and significant
changes in our socio-economic set-
up. The life has become tough and
very compenitive.

viclence and frustrations. All this
makes them tense. Tension has a

significantly negative influence on
theiwr marital lives.

Further, before declanng thar
marriages were more successful in
the olden days, one should analyse
whether more marriages ‘actually’
fail now-a-days, or is it just that the
failures have become more visible
now. It is an undenijable [act that
the tvpe of understanding that the
