Allah, and should not be 
developed for fear of 

punishment.  

All these practices lead to increasing one‟s 

level of Taqwa, and this is the minimum 

standard expected of Ahmadis by the 

Promised Messiah (on whom be peace).

they let the relationship of 
their children with God falter.
