He said he used to 

dispense amulets and charms beforehand 

but now knows they are un-Islamic.  

A new Ahmadi who recounts that 

he used to flare up in temper very 

easily and would verbally and 

physically abuse his family. Since 

taking Baiôat, his attention is 

drawn towards Salat and God 

has given him patience and 

steadfastness.  
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Hudhur (aba) said indeed the Promised 

Messiah (on whom be peace) helped 

remove these harmful innovations in 

religion and taught to only forge a direct 

connection with God. 

Hudhur said he has mentioned 

before about a German new 

Ahmadi young man that how 

Ahmadiyyat had generated 

patient and forbearance in him. 

This was because he had 

inculcated a connection with 

God which enabled him to 

control his emotions.  



Another new Ahmadi says that he 

was used to alcohol and 

cigarettes etc. but has left it all 

since accepting Ahmadiyyat. He 

says that if one is regular in Salat 

one is drawn away from these 

matters. 

Hudhur (aba) added that it 

is sincere Salat that takes 

one away from ills, indeed 

such should be oneôs 

Salat. Even today we find 

numerous incidents in the 

world of Ahmadiyyat 

where when man 

sincerely turns to and 

connects to God and 

becomes a living and 

shining example of the 

Quranic statement that 

Salat restrains one from 

óéindecency and 

manifest eviléô (29:46 

Hudhur (aba) said that the fact is every claim and every prophecy of 

the Holy Qurôan is being fulfilled in this era through those who follow 

the teachings of the Promised Messiah (on whom be peace).  
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Ameer sahib Ghana writes about a new convert 

that once they had gone for Tabligh purposes to 

the Upper East area where a school teacher 

took his Baiôat. Later, he came to a national 

Ijtima of Khuddam with twenty other school 

teachers whom he had already converted to 

Ahmadiyyat.  

Hudhur (aba) said that they 

have passion for Tabligh and 

thus Jamaôat are expanding in 

these area.  
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Burkina Faso 

Hudhur (aba) explained an incidence of an extremely antagonist father 
of three Ahmadi brothers 

One day the father was listening to a dars on the state radio station 
and was very impressed by it. He scolded his sons for joining the 
ódisbelieversô and told them to listen to the programme because it 

contained the words of real people of God; words which touched the 
heart. He had no idea it was a Jamaôat programme. When, at the end 
of the programme a poem depicting the words óAhmadiyyat Zinabad 
(long live)ô was played as the signature tune of the programme, the 
father promptly switched the radio off. The sons said indeed, these 

are the people of God.  

The sons report that they are now affiliated to the Jamaôat more than 
before

Hudhur (aba) related an incidence 
of a young Ahmadi girl who turned 
down an offer of marriage form a 
rich American Christian and also 
explained to him that she will not 

marry him, if he was converted for 
marriage only 

At this young man did his 
independent investigation and 

then accepted Ahmadiyyat 
after researching at Ahmadiyya 
and anti-Ahmadiyya websites 

The young Kyrgyz 

woman who was a 

new Ahmadi 

indeed declined an 

apparently good 

proposal for the 

sake of faith.  

Therein is cause 

for concern for 

those young 

women who wish 

to marry outside 

the Jamaôat and 

people who wish to 

do Baiôat only for 

the sake of 

marriage  

Hudhur (aba) said some websites create suspicions in the hearts of those 

who lack knowledge and the youngsters. Our youngsters, especially the 

teenagers who are provoked through anti-Ahmadiyya web sites should pray 

and should not be embroiled in any complex 
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
