Tagwa [righteousness] is the
basic standard and can be
likened to the example of a
plate which has been
thoroughly cleaned so that
exquisite and eloquent foods
can be laid on it. However,
can it fill one’s stomach if the
plate is well cleaned but left
without food being placed on
it? Tagwa only purifies the
body but the acts of piety
is the actual food that
nourishes it.

If
one wishes to see the true form of
prayer then one must bow and
prostrate with the utmost
humility, ensuring God is the most
beloved being to that one.
