On 2nd September 2011, Hadrat Khalīfatul Masīh V  delivered the 
Friday Sermon at Baitul Futūh Mosque, London. 

Hudur  said: The principal advice the Promised Messiah  gave 
to whoever entered into his Bai‘at was that they should purify their 
selves, establish a personal relationship with God and strive to raise their 
moral standards. The Promised Messiah  says, “The reason people 
enter my Jama‘at and show devotion to me is that they wish to acquire 
virtue and piety and attain high standards of Taqwa, and to remain free 
from every kind of sin and transgression and mischief.” 

Hudur  said: Even today, by the grace of Allāh, those who enter this 
Jama‘at endeavour to bring about a positive revolution in their lives. 
Hudur  cited several instances of how new Ahmadīs have undergone 
a pure transformation, how they jealously guard the honour of Islām and 
put their trust and faith in God. Many have become punctual in their 
daily prayers and in offering the Tahajjud prayers. May Allāh enable 
them to uphold these virtues.  

Hudur  said: The new Ahmadīs admit that Ahmadiyyat has revealed 
to them the true meaning of Islām. They have been endowed with 
patience and forbearance; they have come closer to Allāh; they are more 
mindful of their obligations to their fellow beings; they wean themselves 
away from evil habits and are more punctual in their prayers. Hudur said: 
Our Jama‘at does not relate old tales, rather, with the coming of the 
Promised Messiah , we can show countless examples of people who 
have undergone wonderful transformation in this age. Those who enter 
the Jama‘at are also full of zeal to spread its message to others. 

Hudur  said: Allāh also strengthens the faith of such people by 
showing them the sign of the acceptance of their prayers. Hudur  
illustrated this point with several examples. The Promised Messiah  
says, “Has anyone witnessed such a time in the last thirteen hundred 
years? My followers become more resolute in their faith with God’s fresh 
signs. They show perseverance in the face of persecution and abuse and 
boycott. They shed tears while prostrating before their Lord. Many have 
true dreams and not a few receive revelations. This is a community of 
people who are supported by God Himself. Day by day He purifies their 
hearts and fills them with wisdom and faith. He draws them towards 



Himself with heavenly signs. Indeed, what God had foretold was bound 
to come true.” 

At the end of the sermon, Hudur  informed the Jama‘at of the sad 
demise of Khurshid Begum Sahiba, wife of the late Abdul Mannan Din 
Sahib. Hudur  led her funeral prayer after the Jumu‘a prayers.
