On 4th November, 2011, Hadrat Khalīfatul Masīh V  delivered the 
Friday Sermon at Baitul Futūh Mosque, London. 

Hudur  quoted the following extract of the Promised Messiah : 
“Allāh desires to draw towards Tauhid all righteous souls who dwell in 
the various parts of the world, and He wishes to bring all mankind into 
one faith. This is His purpose for which I have been sent. You must work 
towards this goal, with love and kindness.” 

Hudur  said: As long as we continue to strive towards this goal, we 
will go on witnessing the progress of the Jama‘at which has been decreed 
by God, especially if our efforts are accompanied by prayers. By the grace 
of Allāh, the Jama‘at has always responded to such calls with eagerness. 
When a few days ago I advised them to offer prayers and observe fasts, 
the response was overwhelming. Similarly, when they are called to make 
financial sacrifices, they surpass all past efforts. 

Speaking about Tahrīk Jadīd, Hudur  said: In this Chanda, too, the 
Jama‘at continues to make ever greater contributions. When Hadrat 
Musleh Mau‘ud  launched this scheme for the purpose of conveying 
the message of the Promised Messiah  to the whole world, the 
Jama‘at responded with unprecedented zeal. Today, through Tahrīk 
Jadīd, Ahmadiyyat has been established in two hundred countries of the 
world.  

Hudur  also spoke about a blasphemous cartoon published in a 
French newspaper about the Holy Prophet  and urged the Jama‘at 
to register lawful protest against this outrage.  

Hudur  said: Today we are enjoying the fruits of the sacrifices made 
by men and women and children who responded to the call of Hadrat 
Musleh Mau‘ud . Even today members of the Jama‘at are making 
extraordinary sacrifices towards Tahrīk Jadīd, along with all the other 
Chandas. In the words of the Promised Messiah , “We are amazed at 
the love and devotion of this Jama‘at.” 

Referring to the financial crisis facing the world today, Hudur  urged 
members to keep stock of essential food items.  

Hudur  announced the start of the 78th year of Tahrīk Jadīd and 
presented some statistics of the closing year. During this year, the 
contributions made by the Jama‘at in Chanda Tahrīk Jadīd were 



1,162,000 pounds in excess of the previous year. Pakistan, despite severe 
economic crisis, stood first, followed by USA, Germany and UK, 
respectively. This year, by the grace of Allāh, 109,000 new members 
became part of Chanda Tahrīk Jadīd. Among African countries, Ghana 
stood first, followed by Mauritius and then Nigeria. Within Pakistan, 
Lahore was followed by Rabwah and Karachi.  

Hudur  said: May Allāh bless all those who made contribution and 
enable them to offer greater sacrifices in future. 

At the end of the sermon, Hudur  informed the Jama‘at of the sad 
demise of a veteran scholar of the Jama‘at Masood Ahmad Khan Dehlvi 
Sahib, and led his Namaz Janazah Gha’ib after the Jumu‘a prayers.
