In the light of Ahadith, Hudur Jans spoke about the example of the Holy

the enemy, caring for the feelings of others, serving God'’s creatures and
compassion towards women, children, neighbours, etc. He was the
perfect servant of God who presented his example in every matter and
thus brought about a revolution that turned ignorant people into godly
ones.
