Hudur J@4t4 said that the Jama‘at should pray to Allah for protection against
the mischiefs of our opponents. Recently some mischief monger has posted on
Facebook the pictures of Hadrat Baba Guru Nanak Sahib and the Promised
Messiah =" side by side, in which the former was denigrated while the latter
was praised. The perpetrator of this gruesome act tried to ascribe his views to
the Jama‘at, so as to inflame the emotions of the Sikh community and to cause
mistrust between them and the Jama‘at. Hudur J#s' condemned this act in
the strongest terms, saying that the Jama‘at never allows anyone to play with
the feelings of others. As for Hadrat Baba Guru Nanak Sahib, the writings of
the Promised Messiah "= are full of praise for him. No Ahmadi can ever
think of denigrating that holy personage. Hudur ¢@ts said that a local
newspaper had made matters worse by publishing this item. The Jama‘at in



Qadian has condemned this act openly and has published disclamations in
local newspapers. Ahmadi and Sikh leaders have requested the government to
bring the culprit to account.

At the end of the sermon, Hudur Jw#hs informed the Jama‘at of the sad demise
of ‘Abdur Razzag Butt Sahib, an Ahmadiyya missionary; Dr. Fahmida Munir
Sahiba and Nasira bint Zarif Sahiba wife of Dr. Aqil bin Abdul Qadir Sahib, of
Norway. Hudur dudieys led their funeral prayer in absentia after the Friday
prayers.
