On 19th October 2012, Hadrat Khalifatul Masih V  delivered the 
Friday Sermon at Baitul Futuh Mosque, London. 

In this sermon Hudur  read some narratives recorded by the 
Companions of the Promised Messiah  regarding their meetings with 
the Promised Messiah  and the acceptance of Ahmadiyyat.  

The Companions whose narratives Hudur  quoted are: Hadrat 
Walayat Shah Sahib son of Syed Hussain Ali Shah Sahib; Hadrat 
Inayatullah Sahib, Hadrat Shaikh Ataullah Sahib; Hadrat Malik 
Barkatullah Sahib son of Hadrat Malik Niaz Muhammad Sahib; Hadrat 
Dr. Umar Din Sahib; Hadrat Master Abdur Rauf Sahib son of Ghulam 
Muhammad Sahib; and Hadrat Maulwi Muhammad Abdul Aziz Sahib son 
of Maulwi Abdullah Sahib. 

Hudur  said: These narratives cast light on how the Companions 
progressed in spirituality after pledging Bai‘at to the Promised Messiah 

, how they grew in Divine knowledge and insight, and how new 
avenues of love for the Holy Prophet  were opened to them. It was 
because of their love for the Holy Prophet  that their love and 
devotion to the Promised Messiah  proved to be stronger than any 
worldly relationship. May Allāh bless them abundantly and have mercy 
on them. And may Allāh enable us, who have pledged allegiance to the 
Imam of the age, to fulfil our obligations accordingly and undergo a holy 
transformation.  

Hudūr  said that news had just come of an incident in Karachi, 
Pakistan, in which an Ahmadī family was fired at, martyring a young 
Ahmadī and injuring his father. May Allāh grant him quick recovery and 
grant the martyr a lofty status in heaven. Likewise, similar reports are 
also coming in from Ghattialian but the details are as yet sketchy. Hudur 

 said that the situation in Pakistan calls for fervent prayers. May 
Allāh protect all Ahmadīs from every mischief. Āmīn. 

At the end of the sermon, Hudur  spoke about the sad demise of 
Syeda Amatur Rahman Sahiba, wife of the late Sayyed Abdul Ghani Shah 



Sahib, of Rabwah, and led her funeral prayer in absentia after the Friday 
prayers.
