Dear Brother, 

 

On 7th December 2012, Hadrat Khalifatul Masih V  delivered the 
Friday Sermon at Baitul Rashid, Hamburg, Germany. 

Hudur  said: For some months I have been narrating accounts 
related by the Companions of the Promised Messiah . At first I had 
quoted the account of each Companion at a time, but then I thought it 
would be better to relate them according to their subject. Today I shall 
relate some of the accounts in which the Companions were assured of the 
truth of the Promised Messiah  through dreams and revelations. 
While these incidents reinforce our faith, they also assure us that if we 
attain the same kind of faith and conviction and establish the same kind 
of relationship with God, we too will receive His bounties and blessings.  

The narratives read by Hudur  show how God guided the 
Companions through clear dreams and visions, in some of which they 
were told of future events and in some their faith was strengthened 
through reason. They had not met the Promised Messiah  when they 
saw those dreams, but when they did meet him they found him exactly as 
they had seen him in their dreams or visions.  

The Companions whose narrative Hudur  read out were: Hadrat 
Sardar Karam Dad Khan Sahib, Hadrat Karimud Din Sahib, Hadrat Mian 
Allāh-Ditta Sahib, Hadrat Din Muhammad Sahib, Hadrat Hafiz Ibrahim 
Sahib, Hadrat Munshi Barkat Ali Sahib, Hadrat Khair Din Sahib, Hadrat 
Qadi Muhammad Yousuf Sahib, Hadrat Muhammad Fadil Sahib, Hadrat 
Hakim Ata Muhammad Sahib, Hadrat Sheikh Muhammad Afdal Sahib, 
Hadrat Hafiz Jamal Ahmad Sahib and Hadrat Muhammad Zahurud Din 
Sahib. 

At the end of the sermon, Hudur  informed the Jama‘at of some 
tragic incidents in Pakistan, in which an Ahmadiyya graveyard was 
desecrated in Lahore, and an Ahmadi, Maqsood Ahmad Sahib was 
martyred in Quetta. Hudur  said: Under these circumstances we are 
all the more obligated to foster our relationship with God. I have often 
appealed for prayers for Pakistan. I make the same appeal once again. 
God should be the focus of all our attention. Let us turn towards Him 



and show no weakness. Upon every enemy attack, let us turn to God and 
seek His help. May Allāh enable us to do that. Āmīn.
