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On February 14, 2014, Hazrat Khalifatul-Masih V (May Allah be his Helper)
delivered the Friday Sermon at the Baitul Futah Mosque, Morden, London.

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) quoted from Barahin-e-Ahmadiyya, a book written
by the Promised Messsiah ~'=%, wherein the Promised Messiah =¥ said:

“All this has been done so that for the true seekers of truth it becomes evident
that all blessings and lights are found in Islam alone, and so that God clinches
His argument against the unbelieving and against those who, by denying the
holy and sublime status of the Seal of the Prophets, utter blasphemy against
him and lay unfair allegations against him, despite the fact that he was the best
and holiest of all men. So that argument is established against those who are
heedless of the fact that the Holy Prophet 54107 alone is the most perfect of
all men and that his lights have been illuminating the world like the sun to this
day and will contiune to do so till the end of times.”

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) said that through the writings of the Promised
Messiah (- , Which are so full of truth, God wants the opponents of Islam to
acknowledge the glory of Islam. Also, God wants the truthfulness of the Promised
Messiah “'=* to become evident for those who truly seek the truth. And, by causing
his revelations and visions to be recorded, God wants to enhance the faith of those
who have come to believe in him.

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) quoted from Kashti-e-Nuh, a book written by the
Promised Messiah "<, wherein the Promised Messiah ~'=* said:



“The prophecies that God revealed to me from the unseen have come to pass at
their respective times and such prophecies number at least ten thousand... All
of my prophecies have been fulfilled — or if not completely, at least a part of
these prophesies has come true... | emphatically declare that thousands of my
prophecies have been fulfilled categorically and thousands of people have
witnessed their fulfilment.”

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) quoted a few prophecies from Nuzulul Masih, a
book of the Promised Messiah F”’J'zj‘, and said that the books written by the Promised
Messiah "= too are a sign of the Almighty God for his truthfulness.
