(Hardened Laam)
There are two kinds of “Laam Mushaddad” :

1. Laam Mushaddad in the divine name of Allah:
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Mushaddad Laam in the word of ALLAH is called Laam-ul-Jalalah.
2. Laam Mushaddad other than the name of Allah:
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Rule of Laam-ul-Jalalah

Pay attention to THICK and THIN sounds

Laam-ul-Jalalah will be pronounced with a thick sound
when it is preceded by a letter having Fat’hah or Dhammah
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Laam-ul-Jalalah will be pronounced with a thin sound
when it is preceded by a letter having Kasrah
