Rules of Prolongation

There are two broad categories of prolongation:
1) Original Prolongation
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Normal duration to pronounce a letter followed by
a letter of prolongation is 2 seconds

2) Conditional Prolongation
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Detached prolongation
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Remember
If a word ends at a 2.\ s > (a letter of prolongation)
followed by !> _» it will be prolonged up to 3 seconds.
This prolongation involved 2 words in order.
